About the datasets:
Six datasets are included, both in MS Excel spreadsheet format and in ESRI shape format. Their names are as in the codebook.

The shape files are defined with geographical coordinates (latitude/longitude) based on the WGS 84 standard.

Besides the main dataset with all deposits there are four compact versions that group the occurrences by the type of the deposit, production status, and proximity. The ERRATA dataset contains the deposits that could not be attributed to any of the four compact datasets and those that had missing coordinates. There is one Excel file with six sheets – one for each dataset.
